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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Installation Area
Before installing the appliance, select a location that meets the following criteria:

Rigid, dry and levelled surface

Avoiding direct sunlight

Sufficient ventilation

Far from heat sources such as coal and gas.

Unpacking Instructions

Remove the cardboard box and styrofoam packing.

Lift the Air Cooler and remove the base packing.

Remove the tie warp securing the power cord.

Remove the caster wheels and install them on the cooler. (Ensure wheels
with locks are fixed on the front side of the cooler).

Installation process
The following steps are to be followed during air cooler installation:

Always ensure that your cooler is plugged into a rated voltage, frequency and
earthing outlet only.

First, make a dry run to check all the functions of the cooler.

Fill water into the tank with the Filler /Pipe, and fill till the level of the
Indicator shown. (Caution: Do not overfill the tank.)

Switch "ON" the power supply.

Switch "ON" the pump 5 minutes before switching on the fan for proper honey
pad wetting.

Turn the "ON" Swing, Pump, and Speed functions as per your desired setting.
Run the cooler for 2 hours so that during the first run, all the unpleasant
odours get cleared.

NOTE:

Do not overfill
Do not start the fan first; let the honeycomb pad get wet first
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CONTROL OPERATIONS

e SPEED CONTROL: Rotate the "SPEED" knob clockwise to get the desired level of
speed (High, Medium, Low] for air delivery. Rotate the "SPEED" knob anti-clockwise
to select "OFF", and only the fan motor will be powered off.

e COOL/PUMP: Rotate the "SWING/COOL" or "FUNCTION" knob clockwise to select
the "COOL/PUMP" function. It will activate the water pump to circulate water in the
cooling pad for cool air.

e SWING + COOL: Rotate the "SWING/COOL/PUMP" or "FUNCTION" Knob clockwise to
select the "SWING+COOL" function to get cool air with auto vertical deflection.

¢ SWING: Rotate the "SWING" or "FUNCTION" knob clockwise to select the "SWING"
function for auto air deflection in the vertical direction. The swing function can be
stopped at your desired angle.

¢ FUNCTION: All the functions will be turned off if you rotate the "SWING/COOL" or
"FUNCTION" knob anti-clockwise to select “OFF".

SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

e Before using the product, check for any damage. If there is any damage, do not use
the product and immediately contact the retailer/shopkeeper.

¢ Do not operate the product with a damaged cord/plug or if it is dropped and
damaged in any manner. If the product requires any safety-related attention, please
call the toll -free number.

e To protect against fire, electric shock or injury, do not place the cord, plug or product
in water or any other liquid.

e Do not let the cord hang over the edge of the table or touch hot surfaces.
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Do not place the product on or near a hot gas/electric burner.

Do not install the product in an area prone to combustible gas leaks, grease or metal
dust.

This product is not intended to be used by children or differently-abled persons.

To protect against electric shock, always unplug the product from the outlet when it
is not in use and before cleaning.

Do not yank on the cord as it may damage the cord and eventually cause an electric
shock.

To avoid burns/cuts and risks of personal injury, use extreme caution while handling
the product.

This product is intended for household use only, not for commercial or industrial
use. Use of the product for anything other than its intended purposes will void the
warranty.

To avoid an electrical overload, do not operate another high-wattage product on the
same power socket.

The use of an accessory attachment not approved by the manufacturer may result in
fire, electric shock or injury.

Avoid contact with pets, plants and insects when the product is in operation.

THE ELECTRICAL SHOCK

Before any maintenance, unplug the product from the mains.

When connected to power, a dedicated socket is to be used.

The power cord should not be bent or put under the pressure of heavy objects.
Do not use a modified or altered length of the power cord.

Clean the dust and the power cord pin before inserting it into the power socket.

In case the power cord is damaged or the socket holes are loose, do not switch on
the Air Cooler.

Do not touch the power cord with wet hands and clothes.

Do not pull the wire; hold the power cord head to plug and unplug from the power
outlet.

Do not use any “T" Junction to share power for other products.

Do not put the power cord under stress.

RISK TO CHILDREN

Children should not play with the product. Cleaning and user maintenance should
not be done by children without any supervision.

Animals and children are not allowed to climb the product. Check the product before
every operation.
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¢ Young children should be supervised so that they do not play with the product.

e Do not allow children to put foreign parts into the Cooler from the front panel
opening.

¢ Do not allow children to move the cooler when the tank is filled with water.

e Do not allow children to pull the Air cooler with the power cord.

RISK OF EXPLOSION
¢ Do not keep items such as burning candles on top of or beside the cooler.

INSTALLING THE PRODUCT
e The opening of the air-throw must not be obstructed by any components/parts.

e The Air Cooler shall not be installed in a bathroom or a very wet room, or rooms with
explosive or caustic gases.

e Remove all packing before using the product.
e The plug must be accessible after installation.

e The floor must be levelled so that there isn’t any issue of uniform wetting of the
honeycomb.

RISK OF DAMAGING PRODUCTS
e Do not climb up and sit on top of the Air Cooler.
¢ Do not lean against the Air Cooler while it is running.

¢ Do not move the Air Cooler from one end to another when it is filled with water.

OPERATING THE PRODUCT

e During the first-time operation of the new Air Cooler, it is suggested to run the Air
Cooler for 15 minutes in no-load condition (no water used & pump to be turned off].

e Fill the water in the Air Cooler and run the cooler for 2 hours. It will remove any
unpleasant smells.

e Flammable, explosive or toxic solvents are forbidden to be used or mixed with water
in the tank.

e Ensure the window is open for fresh air to enter and cool the room.

e Never refill the water while the air cooler is in operation.

MAINTENANCE
Cleaning and draining the water tank

¢ Before cleaning the Cooler, switch the unit “OFF" and remove the power cord plug
from the socket.

e Move the unit to a location where the water can be drained. Remove the drain plug
located at the bottom of the unit to empty the tank.



¢ Refill the water tank with clean water up to the maximum level and drain it
completely.

e Use adamp cloth to remove the dirt and dust from the surface of the unit; never use
corrosive elements or chemicals to clean this product.

e When the product is not in use, store the unit in a dry place away from direct
sunlight.

CLEANING OF THE HONEYCOMB
e Switch off the cooler and disconnect the plug from the main socket.

¢ Remove the honeycomb from the cooler unit and clean the honeycomb by pouring
clean water until the accumulated dust is removed.

e Take the Air Cooler outdoor for draining water. To drain the water from the cooler,
remove the plug which is provided at the bottom of the tank.

e Fix the disassembled honeycomb pad back to the panel and refit it.
